Applications are invited from Indian citizens for admission to M.Tech.(Part Time), Ph.D. (Part Time) & Ph.D. (Full Time) in the following Departments for the session commencing from July-August, 2009. 

Programmes: M.Tech. (Part Time): Agricultural Engineering, Civil Engineering, Computer Science & Engineering, Electrical Engineering, Electronics & Communication Engineering, Mechanical Engineering. 
Eligibility:  B.Tech or equivalent with a CGPA 3.25 on 5.00 point scale or 60% marks aggregate for General Category. 5% marks relaxation will be given to SC/ST/PH category. The candidate must submit No Objection Certificate of his/her employer, if the candidate is employed. Organization should be preferably located within 50 kms of NERIST.  The admission to this Programme will be based on the performance in the written test/and/or interview to be conducted by the Department concerned. 
Ph.D. (Part Time/Full Time): Agricultural Engineering, Civil Engineering, Computer Science & Engineering, Electrical Engineering, Electronics & Communication Engineering, Mechanical Engineering, Forestry, Physics, Chemistry, Mathematics and Humanities & Social Sciences. 
Eligibility:  Master’s degree in Engineering/Technology in relevant discipline with CGPA 3.25 on 5.00 point scale or 60% marks in aggregate for general category. 5% marks relaxation will be given to SC/ST/PH category. However, for Science and Humanities discipline 55% marks in aggregate of General Category is required. 5% marks relaxation will also be given to SC/ST/PH candidates.   The candidate must submit No Objection Certificate of his/her employer, if the candidate is employed. The admission to the Ph.D. Programme will be based on the performance in the written test and/or interview to be conducted by the Department concerned. 
For sponsored candidates, sponsoring certificate from employer is required stating that entire period of study will be treated as on duty with usual salary/allowances and he/she will be relieved for the period of studies and all fees are to be paid by the employer/sponsor.
